Summary of CALPADS Update

� New Dates
– Fall 1 

• Certification by: Jan. 15 th Amend: Jan.16 – Feb.12

– Fall 2

• Census: March 1

• Certification by: April 30 th Amend: May 1 – May 31

– Spring

• Census: March 1

• Certification by: March 26 th Amend: March 27 – April 
23



Summary of CALPADS Update

� Reactivation of the 14-day rule
– Ownership will be transferred to “receiving” school after 

14 calendar days

– In a CCE anomaly with two open enrollments, only the 
“sending” school is charged with a CCE anomaly

– In a CCE anomaly with a closed, overlapping 
enrollment, both schools are given a CCE anomaly

� New procedure to exit students with an N420
– (No shows – same school) Students should be exited 

with an exit date that is the last day of the prior school 
year



Data Reconciliation Changes

� Data Reconciliation Extracts from CALPADS contains 
all enrollment data for school students starting from 2 
years ago up to the date when CALPADS performed 
its conversion from CSIS

� SIS Extracts can now update the CALPADS ODS with 
corrections based on currently available local data

� New features available in SPSIS to support these 
changes as well as improve usability

Checking all but Matching records will reduce list to problem 
records



Loading the ODS Reconciliation Extract 
into SPSIS

Extract statistics will be shown on the main Data Reconciliation
tab and the extract itself will remain on SPSIS until another 
extract is loaded



Loading the ODS Reconciliation Extract 
into SPSIS

� Students in Extract – Total number of unique students

� Unmatched Students – Students in the extract with a Local ID or SSID that 
could not be found in SPSIS

� Open Enrollment Records – Enrollment records in CALPADS with no end 
date specified

� Closed Enrollment Records – Enrollment records in CALPADS that have a 
valid end date exit category (and completion status if completer)

� Total enrollment Records – Count of all enrollment records in extract



Loading the ODS Reconciliation Extract 
into SPSIS

� Clicking on students in extract will return to the match list



Loading the ODS Reconciliation Extract 
into SPSIS

� Clicking on all other counts will drill down to a list of relevant students



Creating and sending a data reconciliation 
extract from SPSIS

To download a data reconciliation extract that will override 
CALPADS enrollment data with enrollment data from SPSIS, 
Click Download Reconciliation SENR file



Creating and sending a data reconciliation 
extract from SPSIS

Set options and click Download

Save the file to your computer



Creating and sending a data reconciliation 
extract from SPSIS

Log on to CALPADS and select Upload Files under 
Manage Submissions from the State Reporting menu

Browse for the file that was saved from SPSIS and click Submit

Proceed using instructions and training material from 
CDE/CALPADS on validating and posting SSID Enrollment files
